· Uniforms (Pants, Jersey, Socks)
· Bats, Balls, Training Equipment (Tees, Pitching Machine, Catcher's gear) *

· Batting Glove(s) – non-neon colors (preferably black or white).
· Bat – must be 2 ¼” barrel and  designated Fast Pitch – prices vary from $30.00 - $200.00 (Softball)
· Protective Face Shield – approximately $25 - $35 at Academy Sports.

Rules and Guidelines

· Be respectful of all coaches, managers, umpires, and other players.

· Always have a good attitude and display good sportsmanship.

· Perform each task, during practice or in a game, with maximum effort.  We have more fun when we win!
· Talking back to or questioning the judgments of coaching staff or umpires will not be tolerated and may result in disciplinary action.

· Be on time to all practices, games, and team meetings.  Practice promptly begins at 3:50pm.  Athlete must be suited out and on the field by that time.

· If athlete is going to be late or absent, they are responsible for notifying their respective coach in advance.

· Excused Absences include Academics, Medical Appointments, or Family Emergencies.  Coaches may require a doctor’s or parent note to verify absences.  If tardy/absent due to tutoring, the athlete must get a note from tutoring teacher stating time the athlete left class, tutoring type, and teachers printed name and signature.

· Excessive tardiness/absences will not be tolerated and athlete may be subject to dismissal from team.

· Athletes will be required to make up any of the conditioning missed during practice.

· Students must be picked up by 5:45pm after every practice.  Students not picked up must ride the activity bus home.

· All equipment/uniform is required for practice and game day.

· Required equipment includes: Fielding glove, cleats, practice pants, and cap (baseball).  Coaches will not ask players to buy any other equipment.

· Athletes are financially responsible for all issued equipment.  If you lose it, you pay for it.

· Jewelry must be removed prior to practice/games.  Coaches are not liable for lost or broken personal items. 

· All personal items must be locked up in a locker before leaving the locker room for practice.  Coaches are not responsible for any stolen items.

· Open practices are allowed, however all spectators need to refrain from coaching from the sidelines/bleachers.  Only players, coaches, and managers are allowed on the field area.  All others must remain in the bleachers.

· On away games, players must ride the bus to and from the site of the competition.  If you wish to take your son or daughter home after an away game, you must submit the Parental Assumption Form to the head coach no later than the Friday before the game.  The form must first be signed by campus administration.  Players granted permission to leave via alternative travel may only leave with a parent.

· If there are any issues or concerns, that need to be discussed, please follow the Parent/Coach Communication Plan (pg. 3).  Coaches will not meet with parents before or after a game/practice.

· A hostile encounter with another party or parties, whether verbal or physical, will be defined as a “fight.” Fighting will not be tolerated on the part of any participant or spectator associated with a Canutillo sporting activity or sporting related event.  Any encounter in this regard will be directed to school Administration for disciplinary action.

Parent/Coach Communication Plan
 
Communication a parent/guardian should expect from a coach:

1. The expectations the coach has for your child as well as the players on the team.
2. Locations and times of all practices and games.
3. Team requirements.
4. Discipline that may result in the denial of your child's participation.
 
Appropriate concerns to discuss with coaches:

1. Situations involving your child.
2. Ways to help your child improve.
3. Your child's attitude, work ethic, and eligibility.
4. Concerns about your child's behavior.
 
Issues that are not appropriate to discuss with coaches or AC (Athletic Coordinator):

1. Coaches’ skill or knowledge of the sport.

2. Playing time of any student-athlete.
3. Team strategy, practice organization, or play calling.
4. Other student-athletes.
 
Procedures to follow if there is a concern to discuss with a coach:

1. Your child should speak to the coach about an issue, before you intervene.  This helps our Student-Athletes grow into young adults.
2. Contact the coach to set up an appointment.   If the coach cannot be reached, contact the athletic coordinator.  They will assist you in arranging a meeting.
3. If a meeting with the coach did not provide a satisfactory resolution, call to schedule an appointment with the athletic coordinator to discuss the situation.  
The ***Athletic Coordinator will only intervene if the issue has already been discussed with the coach.
 
Please do not confront a coach before or after a game or practice.  Meetings of this nature normally do not assist in creating a resolution to the situation.
Every player will eventually have the opportunity to play during games.  However, individual playing time will be at the discretion of the coaches.  Substitutions will be made accordingly by the coach as needed.  In the event that the athlete is not in the game, they must remain a positive team member and support their teammates at all times.
